RFK ACE Program and Dedication

Robert F. Kennedy Community Schools in LA's Central Wilshire District is the LAUSD's first new comprehensive K-12 campus. It will
eventually serve over 4,000 students living in the surrounding nine-block radius. The new campus eliminates the need for busing
students to distant, overcrowded schools, helping

students learn and live in the same community.

The campus has been designed to accommodate

six Pilot Schools. The Pilot School system represents

a fundamentally different approach to transforming

urban education by providing small 500- student

schools, all united by a social justice philosophy, in

the legacy of Robert F. Kennedy. Curriculum is

centered on global and educational leadership,

language, technology, visual arts, and performing arts.

Over a weekend in early November, EduCare facilitated
our 3-day student success ACE Program to the students
and teachers at RFK Community Schools. The experience
brought bonding and sharing to a new level for everyone
involved. EduCare will continue to support the students
through serving as the campuses' lead agency for daily
high school after school programs.
